I“? Reasons to Study Law

1. Universities all over the world offer law courses at under-

graduate and postgraduate level. Law degrees have always
been one of the most sought-after and widely respected courses to
study. The reasons to study law at university lie in the combination of
human interest and intellectual stimulation. Some of these reasons
are as follows:

2. Knowledge of the law. Law is relevant to everyone, not just
those who work within the legal profession. It can be studied as an
academic discipline in its own right as well as being the stepping-stone
to a law career. Knowing the law can come in handy in your daily life,
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when buying real estate, dealing with a car accident, creating a will or
making any kind of purchase, and you'll typically find that friends
and family members will often come to you for unofficial advice about
legal or business issues. Law provides the framework within which
society operates, regulating almost all aspects of our lives. It is there-
fore of direct interest to all of us.

3. Essential skills. Law course helps students to develop a num-
ber of skills which are greatly prized by employers:

- communication, both written and oral, and the ability to con-
struct clear and reasoned arguments;

- finding and managing large quantities of information from both
printed and electronic sources;

- self-organization and self-management; the ability to work inde-
pendently;

- the ability to think clearly and logically in order to analyze and
solve problems;

- the capacity for independent thinking and the ability to critically
evaluate the law;

- the ability to work as part of a team.

4. Intellectual challenge. The study of law requires analytical
ability, complex thinking and a sharp memory. Law students should
also be prepared to come up against some of the most problematic
conflicts and issues in modern society and morality.

5. Few degrees carry the weight, credibility and respect of a law
degree. Studying law is an impressive accomplishment that can gain
you respect and credibility among your friends and colleagues.

6. Opportunity to help others. Those who know law are in a
unique position to help individuals, groups and organizations with
their legal problems and further the public good. In this job, your hard
work is rewarded not just in money, but also in a feeling of fulfillment
with your career.

7. Studying law can lead to myriad opportunities in the legal
profession. A certificate program can lead to a career as a paralegal,
while a law degree allows you to pursue a career as a practicing law-
yer or a law professor. Further, studying law can prepare you for a ca-
reer as a notary or judge.

8. Networking. Lawyers meet people from all walks of life. As you
work with clients, you'll start to network, which not only expands
your business, but also leads to perks in other parts of your life.

9. Law can be a route to financial stability. Once you have quali-
fied with a law degree you can usually enjoy the benefits of a relatively
high paying job. Moreover, you aren't limited to working for other




people as a lawyer. Once you gain experience in your field, you can
open your own law firm.

10. Lifelong education. As a lawyer, you'll constantly be learn-
ing, even if you don't go back to school for official advanced training.
Through working on cases, you'll research past cases, learn about ob-
scure laws and get to know the intricacies of you specialization. The
study of law also provides a framework through which to examine and
understand different societies and cultures. For instance, you may be
able to focus on Islamic law, or on the laws of the European Union. At
the same time, a law degree provides a strong academic foundation
for further study, such as the pursuit of advanced degrees in busi-
ness or the arts.

11. Legal studies come into contact with almost every area of
human life, touching upon issues relating to business, economics, the
environment, human rights, international relations, political life and
trade. Thus studying law also allows for professional opportunities
outside of the legal field. Law provides a solid foundation for careers
in consulting, commerce, academia, politics and the non-profit sector.

Reasons Not to Commit Oneself to Law

At the same time, there are a few good reasons for choosing to
study something else but not law.

12. Cost of education. A law school education is rather costly.
Adding to the financial burden, many law schools prohibit full-time
students from working while they attend school, making it financially
difficult for low and middle-income students to pay for their educa-
tion.

13. You learn nothing practical. Law school certainly isn't de-
signed to teach you how to make money, however its focus is to make
you think like a lawyer. Thinking like a lawyer doesn't necessarily
translate to success in the real world.

14. Competitive field. Law school admissions are competitive
and favor students coming from high-ranked schools. Law school is
primarily not for learning, it's for competing against your fellow
classmates. The top legal jobs at firms or agencies are also some of
the highest competitive jobs in the country.

15. Working environment. Legal practitioners often work over 40
hours per week, especially new lawyers trying to establish their pres-
ence in the firm. In certain fields such as criminal and family law,
lawyers may be required to be on call during holidays and weekends
and handle developments in their clients' cases at those times.

16. High-stress career. Deadlines, billing pressures, complex
court rules and procedures, client demands, long hours, changing
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laws and other demands all combine to make the practice of law one
of the most stressful jobs on the planet. Because of the adversarial
nature of the legal system, lawyers must deal with conflicts on a daily
basis while remaining calm and diplomatic.

17. You can be sued for malpractice. We all make mistakes. But
if a lawyer makes a mistake that harms a client, he/she will have to
accept responsibility for what he/she did or didn't do.

18. Difficulty to be in touch with continuous variations of le-
gal environment. Lawyers must stay updated on new regulations
and case law in their area of practice and take yearly continuing edu-
cation and ethics courses.
